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The fourth Sharwood Lecture in Church Law will be delivered in 

Melbourne and Sydney by the Honourable Justice Debra Mullins

Will the ties that bind break under the strain? The future for the 

constitution of the Anglican Church of Australia. 

 
This topic is relevant in light of the current issues facing the Anglican 

church after the Commonwealth legislative reforms permitting same-sex 

marriage and the recent Appellate Tribunal decisions in regard to the 

blessing of marriages, including same-sex marriages, and clergy discipline. 

The lecture will not be limited to these issues, but they will be used to 

highlight the broader issues with the current constitution and explore 

what the future could be for the constitution and the Anglican Church of 

Australia. 

 

The fourth Robin Sharwood Lecture will be delivered by the Honourable 

Justice Debra Mullins AO. Justice Mullins is a judge of the Court of Appeal 

of the Supreme Court of Queensland.  Since 2014 she has been the 

Chancellor of the Diocese of Brisbane, having previously served as Deputy 

Chancellor since 2004.

This is not an apparition, it is me. I have returned or perhaps more 

accurately have not left.  Brenda, our curate has not yet fully recovered 

and will hopefully return to work Monday, 1 February in time for the 

Induction of Fr Gregory on Wednesday, 3 February. 

  

The week past has not been without its discomfort, distress and 

ambivalence in regard to Australia Day.  One media outlet has denounced 

the recognition of the naming of Australia Day as Invasion Day by 

indigenous people who have been here for 65,000 years and also 

criticised our public broadcaster for doing so.  Media reports suggest we 

are divided on both the name and date of the day, a discussion that 

began in the late 1930’s. As I said in my address last Sunday, the 

European settlers in the 18th century brought to this country their values 

and beliefs from their country of origin. They sought to establish 

themselves free of the limitations of an established ruling class and open 

to creating a life for themselves and families full of hope and optimism. 

The new life was not without its struggles. Droughts and flooding rains 

played havoc with expectations and dreams. Perseverance was necessary 

and the bond of mate ship and supports for one another a key element in 

the new country.

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The indigenous people of this land, here for 65,000 years were exploited, 

murdered, and discriminated against in ways that still leave pain, 

suffering, rejection and the destruction of sacred sites and their lifestyles. 

I went on further to say a renewed vision is urgently needed which 

acknowledges the failures of our history, values that have been achieved 

and which sadly have been rejected or ignored in recent time in a range 

of industries and public service, and that we need to set priorities and an 

ethical framework which sees all Australian’s benefit from the resources 
and wealth the country has available. The growing disparity between rich 

and poor needs to be addressed urgently, the attitudes to asylum seekers 

and refuges must be more generous and less judgmental, our response to 

the indigenous people more generous and accepting, and key issues like 

climate change given their proper consideration. This strategic form of 

leadership appears unlikely to come from the political process in the near 

future unless there are greater demands from the community including 

people of faith, for more transparent, honest and open debates on the 

life and death issues facing our nation. These discussions should reflect 

the belief that all Australians should be able to share in the bounty of this 

land with respect and justice and acknowledge our global responsibilities 

to others.   Christians have a responsibility to participate in these debates 

and a healthy democracy demands this engagement. Australia Day 

provides an opportunity for this reflection and to address the challenges 

before us.  As Pope Francis recently wrote we need new signposts for the 

coming days ones that embrace reconciliation and the search for a 

peaceful common Ground. Do not Christians have such signposts in the 

life death, resurrection and ministry of Jesus?

Second Reading 

Now concerning food sacrificed to idols: we know that ‘all of us possess 
knowledge.’ Knowledge puffs up, but love builds up. Anyone who claims 

to know something does not yet have the necessary knowledge; but 

anyone who loves God is known by him. 

 

Hence, as to the eating of food offered to idols, we know that ‘no idol in 
the world really exists’, and that ‘there is no God but one.’ Indeed, even 

though there may be so-called gods in heaven or on earth—as in fact 

there are many gods and many lords— yet for us there is one God, the 

Father, from whom are all things and for whom we exist, and one Lord, 

Jesus Christ, through whom are all things and through whom we exist. 

 

It is not everyone, however, who has this knowledge. Since some have 

become so accustomed to idols until now, they still think of the food they 

eat as food offered to an idol; and their conscience, being weak, is 

defiled. ‘Food will not bring us close to God.’ We are no worse off if we 

do not eat, and no better off if we do. But take care that this liberty of 

yours does not somehow become a stumbling-block to the weak. For if 
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others see you, who possess knowledge, eating in the temple of an idol, 

might they not, since their conscience is weak, be encouraged to the 

point of eating food sacrificed to idols? So by your knowledge those weak 

believers for whom Christ died are destroyed. But when you thus sin 

against members of your family, and wound their conscience when it is 

weak, you sin against Christ. Therefore, if food is a cause of their falling, I 

will never eat meat, so that I may not cause one of them to fall.

Grant, merciful God, that Harrison may be so buried with Christ in baptism 

that the new nature may be raised up in him. May the fruit of your Spirit 

grow and flourish in him Amen.

May Harrison know Christ’s forgiving love and continue in the fellowship 

and service of his Church. May he proclaim, by word and example, the 

good news of God in Christ.

A GOOD NEWS CHURCH STORY SALISBURY CATHEDRAL  
Measured against the towering marble columns of Salisbury Cathedral - 

an 800-year-old architectural wonder in England’s south - the 1000 

elderly locals who have been asked to gather inside look alarmingly small 

and vulnerable. 
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But after their visit they are, at least, a little more hopeful. In a rare fusion 

of church and clinic, the cathedral has been turned into a mass 

vaccination centre under Britain’s war-like effort to crush its disastrous 

coronavirus outbreak. 

 

“This building has been here for eight centuries to give glory to God and 

serve God’s people,” says the Dean of Salisbury, Nicholas Papadopulos. 

“Right now, the best way we can serve God’s people is by getting jabs 

into their arms.”

Of all the town halls, stadiums, conference centres and other venues 

commandeered for the rollout, Salisbury Cathedral is unique. Its two 

organists, David Halls and John Challenger, play soothing hymns for 12 

hours a day as residents aged 70 years and older shuffle in and roll up 

their sleeves. 

 

“You want to get the tone right,” says Challenger, the cathedral’s 

assistant director of music. “We’re aiming for music which is calming, 

recognisable and going to put people at ease. Many of the people here 

are vulnerable and haven’t left their home for a long time. 
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“This is an amazing thing to see and it’s an absolute privilege to be part of 

it.” 

 

Salisbury Cathedral boasts the UK’s tallest spire and best preserved 

original version of the Magna Carta but is perhaps best known for 

being dragged into the 2018 nerve agent attack against ex-Russian 

military officer-turned British spy Sergei Skripal. In a Monty Python-esque 

television interview, the two Russians accused of carrying out the 

attempted assassination - Alexander Petrov and Ruslan Boshirov - 

claimed they were only in Salisbury to admire the cathedral’s splendid 

architecture.

A little over two years later, pews have been replaced by a demonstration 

of conveyor belt-like efficiency. The Chapel of Saint Michael the 

Archangel has been cleared out to make room for refrigerators and 

trestle tables where medicos carefully prepare the vials. The magnificent 

Gothic cloisters are the perfect space for people to queue before 

entering. And in the cavernous nave, people sit and wait for 15 minutes 

to be monitored for any serious adverse side effects. 

 

“I just feel very relieved,” says Lilian Jackson, 88, who with husband 

David, 90, was vaccinated over the weekend. 

 

“We have been isolated for a year. We won’t rush back to normal any 

time soon but it is nice to know we might be a little more protected.”

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In the nine weeks since, 6.6 million people in the United Kingdom have 

been given their first dose - the third highest rate per capita in the world. 

That’s more than one in 9 of the adult population, or 79 per cent of all 

people aged over 80. The medical miracle couldn’t come soon enough, 

though: Britain’s official death toll is expected to top 100,000 on Tuesday 

and the virus is still raging out of control. 

 

“There is no shrink-wrapped, safe, clinically-tested way of being a human 

being,” says Papadopulos. “We are constantly exposed to danger and 

peril. 

 

“Here, we proclaim a faith which is grounded in the experience of real life 

and in real life plagues happen, earthquakes happen and people do 

terrible things to one another. 

 

 
 

Along with cathedrals in Blackburn, in northwest England, and the central 

city of Lichfield, Salisbury Cathedral has opened its doors as a vaccination 

centre. 

 

“I have been praying that we might learn from this experience about 

what really matters. What really matters is each other - how we relate to 

each other, how we look after each other, and what unites us.” 

 

After getting a call, letter or text from a GP advising they are eligible for 

the vaccine, people arrive at the cathedral with a form and are assigned 

one of 12 booths in the transept. 

 

They hand over the form and an administrative assistant assigned to each 

booth enters the patient’s details into a central database which also

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registers whether they will be given the Pfizer vaccine or another 

developed by the University of Oxford and AstraZeneca. The vaccinator 

talks about the jab, obtains various verbal consents and then puts the 

syringe in an arm. 

 

A few steps away, NHS staff take the vaccines out of a fridge and dilute 

the concentrated solution with 1.8 millilitres of sodium chloride. The vial 

is then gently inverted 10 times and handed to the vaccinators, who are 

able to draw up to six doses from one vial.  

 

Patients wait in the cathedral’s historic nave for 15 minutes before they 

are allowed to leave.  

“It’s all just incredible, I’m in awe,” says 81-year-old Roger Leary, who got 

the jab. “It’s such a huge enterprise to vaccinate the whole country. Like 

others, I’ve been a bit worried about falling behind but you’ve just got to 

trust it. 

 

“Thankfully, the system is working. It might not be perfect but it has 

never been done before and I think they have done a fantastic job so far. 

 

“And there could not be a more suitable environment to calm people’s 

nerves. This is England at its best.”
