For you alone are the Holy One,

you alone are the Lord,

you alone are the Most High,

Jesus Christ,

with the Holy Spirit,

in the glory of God the Father. Amen.



Let us pray.

Therefore with angels and archangels,
and with all the company of heaven,
we proclaim your great and glorious name,
for ever praising you and saying:

Holy, holy, holy Lord, God of power and might,
Heaven and earth are full of your glory.
Hosanna in the highest.

Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord.
Hosanna in the highest.



The Celebrant continues the prayer until:

Let us proclaim the mystery of faith:
Christ has died,

Christ is risen.

Christ will come again.

The Celebrant continues the prayer, which concludes:
...we worship you, Father, in songs of never-ending praise:

Blessing and honour and glory and power
are yours for ever and ever. Amen.

A brief silence is kept.
As our Saviour Christ has taught us, we are confident to pray:

Our Father in heaven,

hallowed be your name,

your kingdom come,

your will be done,

on earth as in heaven.

Give us today our daily bread.
Forgive us our sins

as we forgive those who sin against us.
Save us from the time of trial

and deliver us from evil.

For the kingdom, the power, and the glory are yours,
now and for ever. Amen.

THE BREAKING OF THE BREAD AND THE COMMUNION

As the Celebrant breaks the bread, the following is said:

As this broken bread was once many grains
which have been gathered together and made one bread.
So may your Church be gathered from the ends of the earth
into your kingdom.



We say together:

God the Father, who first loved us and made us accepted in the beloved
Son, bless you.
Amen.

God the Son, who loved us and cleansed us from our sins by his Passion
and Resurrection, bless you.
Amen.

God the Holy Spirit, who sheds abroad the love of God in our hearts,
bless you.
Amen.

And the blessing of the one true God, Father, Son and Holy Spirit to whom
be all love and glory for time and eternity, come down upon you and
remain with you always.

Amen.
